For 
example, giving scratch tickets to young 
people is not only illegal, research also 
shows that it can increase the potential 
for youth to develop gambling problems 
later in life.  
 
Key factors associated with gambling 
harms and risk to youth 13 to 18 include 
exposure to gambling by adults and 
having others facilitate or encourage 
them to gamble, so don’t be tempted by 
the presumed ease and low cost of 
lottery tickets.
